Notice of Immediate Delivery Prohibition 
“In and Out” Service Station

A Notice of Immediate Delivery Prohibition (“Notice”) was served on the owner and operator of “In and Out” Service Station (formerly known as Farms/Capital/Remy Service Station) located at Parcel 58, Estate Glynn, St. Croix.  This Notice, effective July 20, 2015, prohibits "In and Out" Service Station from having regulated substances, including but not limited to petroleum, delivered to its underground storage tanks (UST).

The delivery ban is enforced to ensure that “In and Out” Service Station makes the necessary corrections to bring the service station into compliance with UST rules and regulations.  Based on a long history of non-compliance and disregard for the orders issued DPNR and the EPA, it has been determined that the prohibition ban authorized by 12 V.I.R. & Regs. § 654-33 must be placed in effect. 

The unauthorized removal of the padlock and/or delivery of regulated substances, such as petroleum, to the subject USTs by any person, can result in civil and/or criminal penalties being assessed against the violator.  
The delivery ban is effective until further notice.
